Program Details: 

• Cost: $150 per banner 

• Size: 5’ x 30” (Double-sided, full color) 

• Sponsor a Veteran by Name (Service branch + optional photo) 

• Banners are Displayed the Entire Month of November 
• After November, the banner is returned as a keepsake to the sponsor. 

• Partial proceeds benefit Oklahoma Heroes Outdoors — a 501(c)(3) supporting veterans through outdoor support 

and adventure programs.

How the Program Works 

Your community can participate by displaying the banners along your main street, business district, or city 

light poles—or by offering families the option to display their banner at their home or business. 

Your community will only sell as many banner sponsorships as you have display spaces available. For example, 

Chelsea has 12 available pole spaces, so only 12 banners will be displayed downtown. However, families can 

also purchase banners to display at their own homes, ranch entrances, storefronts, etc. 

If your town has a fee or requires staff to install the banners, you can simply add that into your pricing. For 

example, if installation costs your town $25 per banner, you could charge $175 instead of $150. You would 

collect the funds locally, and only the base banner price is paid back to us. 

This gives each community: 

• Local control on pricing 

• The ability to manage their own display spots 

• A meaningful, hometown tribute to local veterans 

This program isn’t limited to Veterans Day — banners can be designed for: 

• Veterans & Military Honor (November) 

• Welcome to Our Town (Year-round branding) 

• Christmas / Holidays 

• Fall Festivals / Founders Day / Homecoming 

• City Anniversary / Parade Season 

• Local Events, Fairs, or Jamborees 

• “Support Local” & Seasonal Shopping Campaigns 

• Graduation / Senior Class Banners 

• Sports Teams / Schools / Booster Clubs
