On June 24 the Chamber hosted the Quarterly Lunch and Learn at the Vinita Community Church with guest speaker 
Joe Echelle, Oklahoma Turnpike Authority Executive Director. 27 attendees, including Senator Micheal Bergstrom 
learned of the turnpike history and future. Oklahoma has the 14th largest road infrastructure in the U.S, with 40% of 
the turnpike revenue coming from out of state traffic and have an average of 17 million transactions a month. The 
Oklahoma Turnpike also covers the 99 troopers that work the turnpikes and the OHP academy.  
 
Access Oklahoma is the long range promise it invest in the turnpikes with several projects on the horizon, such as: 
widening and interchanges on the Turner, Will Rogers, and John Kilpatrick Turnpikes, interchange improvements on 
the Cimarron, Creek, H.E. Bailey, and Indian Nation Turnpikes, and new alignments in South OKC Metro.
